From the time of his middle-class
birth in prim Lindsay, Ontario to his
death in a Toronto welfare rooming
house, Edward Lacey had a genius
for trouble. A superb speaker and
translator of multiple languages, he
was a gifted teacher in Mexico,
Trinidad, Brazil, Thailand, and
Indonesia. A binge-drinker who
could find a bar in a desert, he was
repeatedly beaten and robbed, and
may have held the world's record for
stolen passports.

No one — neither loyal friend nor
newfound acquaintance — could
forget this strange man: solitary yet
sociable, pedantically aloof and
gravely polite, a lifelong enemy of
authority.

Edward Lacey was one of the rare
North  American writers who
intimately knew the Third World in
the latter twentieth century. While
he was a college student in the 1950s,
his poems pioneered forthrightly
gay themes. A remarkable Cana-
dian poet, he is among the few who
are known beyond our borders.
